The passenger cars made during the postwar period have
been repainted and restored in both legitimate and fraudulent
ways. The information in this chapter will make spotting
reproductions and fakes easier.

A. 2500 Series of Extruded Aluminum Streamliners

The plain aluminum cars cataloged from 1952 through
1960 haven’t been a problem, but striped cars, like the
Congressional or Santa Fe, have caused some problems.

Reproduction stripes appeared in the middle 1970s, and
they can be difficult to spot without having an original on
hand for comparison, Be aware that original replacement
stripes are legitimately used to restore original cars.

However, they can also be added to unstriped wide channel .

cars that are then falsely claimed to be original.

Consult the following photos of original striped cars for
style of lettering to compare before purchasing similar cars.

I. Pennsylvania RR ¢ ongressional Cars (1955-1956)

Notice the absence of glue above the words “William Penn.”

2. Canadian Pacific Cars (1957)
